Have empty ink-jet printer cartridges? Put them in the green box on the table just outside the
church office.

For less than $1: Purchase a can of Vienna sausages. Place it in the red St. Vincent de Paul
tub in our church’s vestibule.

For less than $2: Purchase a can of soup or canned fruit. Place it in the green Catholic
Charities wheelbarrow in our church’s vestibule.
